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All 525 students at La Salle will
complete 60 Christian service hours
by graduation.

La Salle is an all-male Catholic high
school that primarily serves the
western and northern suburbs of
Cincinnati, OH. Founded in 1960 by
the Christian Brothers, La Salle had
its first graduating class in 1964.
